Directions to Starwood: 

From Orlando International Airport: 

Take north exit from airport to Highway 528 West (Beeline Expressway). Exit on John Young Parkway North (approx. 3 
miles). When coming off the exit, merge right onto John Young Parkway. Get into left lane when possible and turn left at 
the stoplight (At the stoplight, there will be Agere on the right, you can see Florida Metropolitan University on the left). 
Starwood Vacation Ownership is the 4 story building next to FMU...main entrance faces north (the wooded area). 

From downtown Orlando: 

If coming from downtown Orlando heading West on I-4, take John Young Parkway exit south. Cross Sand Lake Road and 
come to the 2nd stoplight. Turn right at the light (light is just after you pass the BMW Service Center). After you turn, you 
will be facing Florida Metropolitan University). Starwood Vacation Ownership is the 4 story building next to FMU on the 
right....main entrance faces north (the wooded area).
