Directions & Map to Gaylord Palms:
-4 East

Take I-4 to Exit 65, Osceola Parkway. Stay in the left lane, at the traffic light turn left. Make a right
into the hotel entrance. Make an immediate right and follow the street along the back towards the
convention center. Grab a parking ticket at the booth and bring it with you to the meeting. Park by the
convention center.

[-4 West

Take I-4 West to Exit 65, Osceola Parkway. Bear left onto Osceola Parkway East. Make a right into
the hotel entrance. Make an immediate right and follow the street along the back towards the
convention center. Grab a parking ticket at the booth and bring it with you to the meeting. Park by the
convention center.

417 - Greeneway

Take 417 south to exit 3, Osceola Parkway. Turn right onto Osceola Parkway. Go past the South
International Drive light. Make a left into the hotel entrance. Make an immediate right and follow the
street along the back towards the convention center. Grab a parking ticket at the booth and bring it
with you to the meeting. Park by the convention center.

Take Osceola Parkway west. Go past the South International Drive light. Make a left into the hotel
entrance. Make an immediate right and follow the street along the back towards the convention
center. Grab a parking ticket at the booth and bring it with you to the meeting. Park by the convention
center.

Parking:
